TEACHING PHILOSOPHY

I believe a Socratic-style of teaching tends to be highly effective.  In my experience, students generally seem more responsive to direct interaction with an instructor and classmates than to passively receiving information from a teacher lecturing to them.  Students unaccustomed to this method sometimes resist at first, but with encouragement, they rise to the challenge and begin to initiate interaction themselves.  However, an effective teacher must be willing to continually adjust to the needs of the students.  After all, the primary goal of teaching is to encourage students to learn and to provide them with the tools and skills necessary to do so.  Teachers have an obligation to find an effective way to do this.
