	Alessandro Agostini received his “Laurea”(M.Sc. degree) in Computer Science from the University of Milan in 1992.

Two years before he joined as an undergraduate student the Institute for Scientific and Technological Research (ITC-IRST) in Trento, where he started his research activity as a member of the Mechanized Reasoning Group led by Prof. Fausto Giunchiglia,

From 1995 to 2000 he worked for the Ph.D. Program in Mathematical Logic and Theoretical Computer Science at the Department of Mathematics of the University of Siena, Italy, under the supervision of logician Franco Montagna. After spending six months at Oxford University Computing Laboratory carrying on research in the Logical Foundations of Computer Science group run by Dr. L. A. Wallen and Dr. L. Ong, in 1999 he moved to Amsterdam for one and an half year research visit at the Institute for Logic, Language and Computation of the University of Amsterdam. At the ILLC he worked on his Ph.D. thesis under the supervision of Professor Dick de Jongh, the last but one research student at Madison of American mathematician Stephen Kleene, one of many distinguished students of Alonzo Church.

In June 2001 he joined the ITC-IRST’s Automated Reasoning Systems Division run by Dr. Eng. Paolo Traverso. In 2004 he started a new direction of research on emergent semantics and web search. In 2005 he founded the Adaptive Information Retrieval laboratory, led by him at University of Trento and by Dr Gianluca Moro at  the University of Bologna.

At the end of 2007 he visited for three months the Computing Science Department of the University of Aberdeen, Scotland, invited and hosted by Dr. Jeff Pan. The visit opened a research collaboration with Dr. Pan in the area of description logics, especially fuzzy description for the Semantic Web.

In the Fall 2008 he visited as Visitor Professor the Documentation Research & Training Centre of the Indian Statistical Institute at Bangalore Centre, where he started a new research line with Prof. ARD Prasad and Dr. Devika P. Madalli on faceted-based classification. At the DRTC he also taught a series of guest lectures on the use of logics for data and knowledge representation, his paramount research interest and a main subject of his teaching since 2006. 

Currently, Dr. Agostini is Associate Professor of computer science at the College of Information Technology of Prince Mohammad Bin Fahd University, in the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia.
